m James 1:21 - 21 Therefore put away all filthiness and
rampant wickedness and receive with meekness the
Implanted word, which is able to save your souls.




Be Doers of the Word

m James 1:22 - 22 But be doers of the word, and not hearers
only, deceiving yourselves.

m James 1:23-24 - 23 Anyone who listens to the word but does
not do what it says is like someone who looks at his face in
a mirror 24 and, after looking at himself, goes away and
iImmediately forgets what he looks like.

m James 1:25 - 25 But the one who looks into the perfect law,
the law of liberty, and perseveres, being no hearer who
forgets but a doer who acts, he will be blessed in his doing.




The Blessings of Action and Service to
the Lord

m Psalm 1:3 - 3 He is like a tree planted by streams of water
that yields its fruit in its season, and its leaf does not wither.
In all that he does, he prospers.




Bridle the Tongue

m James 1:26 - 26 If anyone thinks he is religious and does
not bridle his tongue but deceives his heart, this person's
religion is worthless.




Pure and Undefiled Religion Before God

m James 1:27 - 27 Religion that is pure and undefiled before
God the Father is this: to visit orphans and widows in their
affliction, and to keep oneself unstained from the world.




Do Not Love the World

m 1John 2:15-17 - 15 Do not love the world or the things in
the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is
not in him. 16 For all that is in the world—the desires of the
flesh and the desires of the eyes and pride of life—is not
from the Father but is from the world. 17 And the world is
passing away along with its desires, but whoever does the

will of God abides forever.
