• John 14:13 - 13Whatever you ask 

in my name, this I will do, that the 
Father may be glorified in the Son.

1st Pillar of  Islam - Shahadah 
(Profession of  Faith) - There is 
no god but God” & “Muhammad is 
the messenger of  God”.
2nd Pillar of  Islam - Salat (Prayer) 
- prayers are done 5 times a day, at 
set strict times, with the individual 
facing Mecca.

Hear

• Romans 10:17 – So faith comes from hearing, and hearing 
through the word of  Christ.

• John 5:24 - Truly, truly, I say to you, whoever hears my word 
and believes him who sent me has eternal life. He does not 
come into judgment, but has passed from death to life.



Believe
• John 3:18 - Whoever believes in him is not condemned, but 

whoever does not believe is condemned already, because he has 
not believed in the name of  the only Son of  God.

• John 8:24 - I told you that you would die in your sins, for unless 
you believe that I am he you will die in your sins.

• John 20:31 - but these are written so that you may believe that 
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of  God, and that by believing you may 
have life in his name.

• Hebrews 11:6 - And without faith it is impossible to please him, 
for whoever would draw near to God must believe that he exists 
and that he rewards those who seek him.



Repent

• 2 Corinthians 7:10 - For godly grief  produces a repentance 
that leads to salvation without regret, whereas worldly grief  
produces death



Repent

• Luke 13:3 - No, I tell you; but unless you repent, you will all 
likewise perish.

• Acts 17:30 - The times of  ignorance God overlooked, but now 
he commands all people everywhere to repent

• 2 Peter 3:9 - The Lord is not slow to fulfill his promise as 
some count slowness, but is patient toward you, not wishing 
that any should perish, but that all should reach repentance.



Confession

• Romans 10:9-10 - because, if you confess with your mouth 
that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him 
from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For with the heart one 
believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and 
is saved.

• Matthew 10:32-33 - So everyone who acknowledges me 
before men, I also will acknowledge before my Father who is 
in heaven, 33 but whoever denies me before men, I also will 
deny before my Father who is in heaven.



Baptism

• Mark 16:16 - Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, 
but whoever does not believe will be condemned.

• Acts 2:37-38 - Now when they heard this they were cut to the 
heart, and said to Peter and the rest of  the apostles, 
“Brothers, what shall we do?” 38And Peter said to 
them, “Repent and be baptized every one of  you in the name 
of  Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of  your sins, and you will 
receive the gift of  the Holy Spirit.

• Acts 22:16 - And now why do you wait? Rise and be baptized 
and wash away your sins, calling on his name.’
