Parable of  the Rich Fool

■ Luke 12:18-20 - 18 And he said, ‘I will do this: I will tear 
down my barns and build larger ones, and there I will 
store all my grain and my goods. 19 And I will say to my 
soul, “Soul, you have ample goods laid up for many 
years; relax, eat, drink, be merry.”’ 20 But God said to 
him, ‘Fool!

■ 1 Peter 4:5 - 5 but they will give account to him who is ready 
to judge the living and the dead.

■ 1 Corinthians 15:58 - 58 Therefore, my beloved 
brothers, be steadfast, immovable, always abounding in 
the work of  the Lord, knowing that in the Lord your 
labor is not in vain.

■ Personal Discipline
■ 1 Corinthians 9:27 - 27 But I discipline my body and 

keep it under control, lest after preaching to others I 
myself  should be disqualified.

Service to Others

■ Galatians 6:2 - 2 Bear one another's burdens, and so fulfill the 
law of  Christ.

10 So then, 
as we have opportunity, let us do good to everyone, and 
especially to those who are of  the household of  faith.

■ James 1:27 - 27 Religion that is pure and undefiled before God 
the Father is this: to visit orphans and widows in their affliction, 
and to keep oneself  unstained from the world.

■ James 3:9-10 - 9 With it we bless our Lord and Father, and with 
it we curse people who are made in the likeness of  God.

fits the occasion, that it may give grace to those who 
hear.
