But if you do evil, be afraid; for he does not bear the sword in vain; for
he is God’s minister, an avenger to execute wrath on him who practices
evil.

* Jeremiah 18:7-10 - The instant I speak concerning a nation and
concerning a kingdom, to pluck up, to pull down, and to
destroy it, 8 if that nation against whom I have spoken turns
from its evil, I will relent of the disaster that I thought to bring
upon 1it. 9 And the instant I speak concerning a nation and
concerning a kingdom, to build and to plant it, 10 it it does evil
in My sight so that it does not obey My voice, then I will relent
concerning the good with which I said I would benefit it.

17 Repay no
one evil for evil, but give thought to do what is honorable in the sight of
all. 18 It possible, so far as it depends on you, live peaceably with
all. 19 Beloved, never avenge yourselves, but leave 1t to the wrath of
God, for it 1s written, “Vengeance is mine, I will repay, says the
Lord.” 20 To the contrary, “if your enemy is hungry, feed him; if he 1s
thirsty, give him something to drink; for by so doing you will heap
burning coals on his head.” 21 Do not be overcome by evil, but
overcome evil with good.
