Now by chance a priest was
going down that road, and when he saw him he passed
by on the other side. 3? So likewise a Levite, when he
came to the place and saw him, passed by on the other
side.

Luke 15:1-7 - Now the tax collectors and sinners were all drawing
near to hear him. 2 And the Pharisees and the scribes grumbled,
saying, “This man receives sinners and eats with them.”

3 So he told them this parable: 4 “What man of you, having a
hundred sheep, if he has lost one of them, does not leave the
ninety-nine in the open country, and go after the one that 1s lost,
until he finds it? > And when he has found it, he lays it on his
shoulders, rejoicing. ® And when he comes home, he calls together
his friends and his neighbors, saying to them, ‘Rejoice with me,
for I have found my sheep that was lost.” 7 Just so, I tell you, there
will be more joy 1n heaven over one sinner who repents than over
ninety-nine righteous persons who need no repentance.

Then he set him on his own animal
and brought him to an inn and took care of him. 3> And the
next day he took out two denari1 and gave them to the
innkeeper, saying, ‘Take care of him, and whatever more
you spend, I will repay you when I come back.’



Faith and Works

®James 2:14-17 - ¥ What good is it, my brothers, if
someone says he has faith but does not have works? Can
that faith save him? !> If a brother or sister is poorly
clothed and lacking in daily food, '® and one of you says
to them, “Go 1n peace, be warmed and filled,” without
giving them the things needed for the body, what good 1s
that? 17 So also faith by itself, if it does not have works, is

dead.
