Pray for One Another

• James 5:16 – “Confess your trespasses to one another, and 
pray for one another, that you may be healed. The effective, 
fervent prayer of  a righteous man avails much. 



Encourage One Another

• Hebrews 3:12-13 – “Beware, brethren, lest there be in any of  
you an evil heart of  unbelief  in departing from the living God;  
but exhort (ENCOURAGE) one another daily, while it is 
called ‘Today,’ lest any of  you be hardened through the 
deceitfulness of  sin.”



Bear One Another’s Burdens

• Galatians 6:2 – “Bear one another's burdens, and so fulfill 
the law of  Christ. 



Build One Another Up

• 1 Thessalonians 5:9-11 – “For God did not appoint us to 
wrath, but to obtain salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ, 
Who died for us, that whether we wake or sleep, we should live 
together with Him. Therefore comfort each other and edify 
one another, just as you also are doing.” 

• Romans 14:19 – “Therefore let us pursue the things which 
make for peace and the things by which one may edify 
another.” 



Confess Our Faults to One Another

• James 5:16 – “Confess your trespasses to one another, and 
pray for one another, that you may be healed.  The effective, 
fervent prayer of  a righteous man avails much.”



Love One Another

• John 13:34-35 – “A new commandment I give to you, that you 
love one another; as I have loved you, that you also love one 
another.  By this all will know that you are My disciples, if  you 
have love for one another." 



How Can We Love Others as Jesus Loves Us?

• By helping when it's not convenient.

• By giving when it hurts . . .  not  the giving of  money, but of  
ourselves.

• By devoting energy to others' welfare rather than our own.

• By absorbing hurts from others without complaining or fighting 
back.

➢This kind of  loving is hard to do. That is why people 
notice when you do it and know you are empowered by a 
supernatural source. 



Devoted to One Another – Honor One 
Another

• Romans 12:10 – “Be kindly affectionate to one another with 
brotherly love, in honor giving preference to one another; 



Honor One Another
• To honor means to give a person high value and respect.

• As Christians, we honor people because:

a. Because they have been created in God's image.

b. Because they are our brothers and sisters in Christ, 

c. Because they have a unique contribution to make to Christ’s church 

➢In Christianity, others come before self.

➢Philippians 2:3 – “Let each esteem others better than themselves.”



Serve One Another

• Galatians 5:13 – “For you, brethren, have been called to 
liberty; only do not use liberty as an opportunity for the flesh, 
but through love serve one another.”

Serving Others – Manifestation of  Our Love

• Serving others is a proper manifestation of love.
