& Matthew 27:11-12 - 11 Now Jesus stood before the governor,
and the governor asked him, “Are you the King of the Jews?”
Jesus said, “You have said so.” 12 But when he was accused by
the chief priests and elders, he gave no answer.



A Legacy of Obedience

& Matthew 16:21 - 21 From that time Jesus began to show his
disciples that he must go to Jerusalem and suffer many things
from the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and
on the third day be raised.



A Legacy of Obedience

& Matthew 27:27-30 - 27 Then the soldiers of the governor took
Jesus 1nto the governor's headquarters, and they gathered the
whole battalion before him. 28 And they stripped him and put a
scarlet robe on him, 29 and twisting together a crown of thorns,
they put 1t on his head and put a reed in his right hand. And
kneeling before him, they mocked him, saying, “Hail, King of
the Jews!” 30 And they spit on him and took the reed and struck
him on the head. 31 And when they had mocked him, they
stripped him of the robe and put his own clothes on him and led
him away to crucify him.

¢ Galatians 6:7 - 7 Do not be deceived: God 1s not mocked, for
whatever one sows, that will he also reap.
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Lead By Example

& Matthew 27:32-35 - 32 As they went out, they found a man of
Cyrene, Sitmon by name. They compelled this man to carry his
cross. 33 And when they came to a place called Golgotha (which
means Place of a Skull), 34 they offered him wine to drink,
mixed with gall, but when he tasted it, he would not drink 1t. 35
And when they had crucified him, they divided his garments
among them by casting lots.



Lead By Example

% Philippians 2:8-11 - § And being found in human form, he
humbled himself by becoming obedient to the point of death,
even death on a cross. 9 Therefore God has highly exalted him
and bestowed on him the name that 1s above every name, 10 so
that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and
on earth and under the earth, 11 and every tongue confess that
Jesus Christ 1s Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

& Matthew 16:24-25 - 24 Then Jesus told his disciples, “If anyone
would come after me, let him deny himself and take up his cross
and follow me. 25 For whoever would save his life will lose it, but
whoever loses his life for my sake will find it.

Legacy of Forgiveness and Mercy

& Luke 23:32-34 - 32 Two others, who were criminals, were led
away to be put to death with him. 33 And when they came to the
place that 1s called The Skull, there they crucified him, and the
criminals, one on his right and one on his left. 34 And Jesus said,

“Father, forgive them, for they know not what they do.” And
they cast lots to divide his garments.



Legacy of Forgiveness and Mercy

& Luke 23:39-43 - 39 One of the criminals who were hanged railed
at him, saying, “Are you not the Christ? Save yourself and us!”
40 But the other rebuked him, saying, “Do you not fear God,
since you are under the same sentence of condemnation? 41 And
we 1indeed justly, for we are receiving the due reward of our
deeds; but this man has done nothing wrong.” 42 And he said,
“Jesus, remember me when you come 1nto your kingdom.” 43
And he said to him, “Truly, I say to you, today you will be with
me 1n paradise.”



Legacy of Forgiveness and Mercy

& Romans 12:19-21 - 19 Beloved, never avenge yourselves, but
leave 1t to the wrath of God, for it 1s written, “Vengeance 1s mine,
I will repay, says the Lord.” 20 To the contrary, “if your enemy 1s
hungry, feed him; 1f he is thirsty, give him something to drink; for
by so doing you will heap burning coals on his head.” 21 Do not
be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.
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Legacy of Eternal Life

& Matthew 28:5-7 - 5 But the angel said to the women, “Do not be
afraid, for I know that you seek Jesus who was crucified. 6 He 1s
not here, for he has risen, as he said. Come, see the place where
he lay. 7 Then go quickly and tell his disciples that he has risen
from the dead, and behold, he 1s going before you to Galilee;
there you will see him. See, I have told you.”

¢ Matthew 28:18-20 - 18 And Jesus came and said to them, “All
authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19 Go
therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20
teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And
behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.”
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
